October  1, 2009 

County Tower  Building, Commission Chambers

I . Agenda Review 
 
I I . Call to Order: 7:55 a.m. by Chairman Dunn. 
 
I I I . Consent Agenda: Chairman Dunn asked if there were any questions.  None were offered.  Mr. 

Shotwell moved to approve the Minutes from September 10, 2009 and the September 2009 bills 
and Grant Status Report, as presented. Supported by Ms. Stopyak. Approved unanimously by 
roll call vote. 

  
IV. I tems Removed from Consent Agenda: Ms. Laimon asked that the August 31, 2009 Financials 

be removed from the consent agenda.  Ms. Laimon questioned the -$337.87 on the Statement of 
Activity Report. Ms. Kelly noted that some checks are cut at the end of one month and the grant 
reimbursement payment doesn’ t get deposited until the beginning of the following month, 
creating a negative balance as a result. Mr. Shotwell moved to approve the Financial Statements 
ending August 31, 2009, as presented. Supported by Ms. Stopyak. Approved unanimously by 
roll call vote.  

 
V. BRA Active Project Updates: 

a. Armory Ar ts Village Update: Chairman Dunn noted the report from Ms. Utley. Ms. 
Torres shared that there have been advertisements in the newspaper for classes, posted by 
the artist/tenants. The City of Jackson hosted an event at the AAV two nights ago and 
there is a gift shop on site now. Ms. Torres noted that the radiant heat would be installed 
soon.  

 
b. Waterfront Redevelopment Grant (WRG) Update: Ms. Torres reported that the City’s 

consultant submitted final plans to MDOT. The City of Jackson should be prepared to 
advertise for bids in December 2009, with construction to begin between March and July 
of 2010. The completion date is expected to be in August 2010.   
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c. US EPA 2009 RLF Award Update:  Ms. Torres noted that the Cooperative Agreement 
from the US EPA has not been received, but is expected soon.   

 
d. ACME Building Clean up Planning Update:  Ms. Torres noted that the bid 

specification timeline was created. The anticipated dates are as follows: October 19 to 
have final contracts and advertise for bid, October 28 for the mandatory walk-through, 
November 11 for the bid opening, and the bid award date would occur the week of 
November 23, subject to funds availability. Mr. Shotwell asked where the money was 
going to be expended from. Ms. Torres noted the City’s NSP funds as well as The EG’s 
HUD-EDI grant would cover demolition related costs. Mr. Shotwell expressed his 
concern for The EG to select local contractors and Ms. Torres shared that within the bid 
specifications, there is no preference noted, other than experience qualifications of three 
demo projects over $500,000. Mr. Shotwell asked who approves the bids and Ms. Torres 
believes it would be The EG Board, but will verify.  

 
e. Consideration of change order  to Clean up Planning Work Order : Chairman Dunn 

noted that the previously approved Work Order was included in the BRA Board packet 
for reference. Envirologic Technologies (ET) is requesting an additional $6,000 to cover 
costs for attending additional meetings and involvement in conference calls. Ms. Torres 
shared that this project has been challenging and ET has historically always been low on 
their costs. Mr. Stegink mentioned that ET did not anticipate being a part of the approval 
process and has encouraged communications and approvals between MDEQ and 
MSHDA, based upon their previously established relationship; and has gone above and 
beyond the approved Work Order. Mr.Stegink noted the Change Order was related to the 
extra time spent on the ACME project, utilizing many ET staff. Mr. Shotwell asked if the 
County BRA split the cost with the City BRA and Ms. Torres indicated the cost was not 
split as the City BRA does not have funding available. Ms. Torres reported that The EG 
was awaiting the grant agreement from HUD and depending upon the terms, some 
administration fees such as the recordation and nomination fees might be reimburseable. 
Mr. Shotwell moved to approve the Change Order, not to exceed a total expense of 
$56,000.  Supported by Ms. Stopyak. Approved unanimously by roll call vote. 

 
 Ms. Torres mentioned that in order to demolish the ACME building, The EG had to take 

a necessary step to apply to the City Board of Appeals seeking a waiver based upon the 
existing requirement that foundations must be removed 2 feet down. Ms. Torres is 
working with Mr. Donovan (Frank) at the City and he will recommend approval on 
October 16, 2009. Mr. Shotwell asked if that action would affect the liability. Ms. Torres 
noted it would not. Ms. Torres reminded the board that we are still awaiting the extension 
for the City’s NSP funds as well as The EG’s HUD-EDI funds, which have not yet been 
released.    

 
VI .  Old Business: Ms. Torres shared that she is still working on the RFQP and reminded the board 

they had approved staff moving forward with submittal at last month’s BRA Board Meeting.  
 

VI I . New Business: 
a. Consideration of Application for  Funding:  None received.  

 
b. 2009 Brownfield Conference: Ms. Torres presented a memo of anticipated expenses for 

her  attendance at the 2009 Brownfields Conference in New Orleans, November 15 
through the 19, 2009, which are included in the Assessment Grant budgets. Mr. Dimas 
moved to approve the anticipated expenses in the amount of $1,366. Supported by Ms. 
Laimon. Approved unanimously by roll call vote.� 
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VI I I . Director  / Staff Comments:  Ms. Torres shared that The EG presented the County’s Economic 

Development Strategic Plan on September 24, 2009 and a full report would be issued soon. When 
received, The EG will post the Target Market Analysis and the Plan on The EG’s Web site.  

 
IX.  Board Member  Comments:  Ms. Laimon shared that a fellow Kiwanas member, along with a 

group of individuals, visited the Armory Arts Village and were very impressed.  
 
X. Task Force Comments/Updates: 

a. City BRA Update:  Mr. Hicks reported that MSHDA is pleased that the City is the only 
community that has all NSP funds allocated, and they expect extension results soon. Mr. 
Shotwell asked if the City plans to approach MSHDA for additional funds. Ms. Torres 
shared that $938,000 of the $1.7 million was committed by September 1, 2009. MSHDA 
sent surveys and they are considering a blanket extension for all communities as a result. 
Mr. Shotwell mentioned that Kent Maurer, Airport Manager, asked for additional funds 
and they were awarded monies that were previously allocated and not used. Mr. Hicks 
will share that information with Ms. Konieczki. Mr. Hicks reported the City re-budgeted 
some of their over-committed project funds, and now has approximately $18,000 in 
unallocated US EPA Hazardous Substance Assessment funds. The City is applying for 
another US EPA Hazardous Substance Assessment grant in the amount of $200,000. The 
City has over $100,000 remaining in US EPA Petroleum Assessment funds, as those 
funds are more challenging to utilize. Chairman Dunn noted the City BRA Meeting 
Minutes from August 12, 2009 were distributed at the meeting.    

 
c. Land Bank Author ity Update:  Mr. Hicks mentioned that the City BRA and the LBA 

agreement is underway. Chairman Dunn suggested that the City BRA share the 
agreement with the County BRA to use as a template for county-wide opportunities.  
 

d. Envirologic Technologies Update:  Mr. Stegink reported there is no further update.

2009 End of Year  Repor t 
 

Based upon the 2009 Scope of Work for  The Brownfield Redevelopment Author ity of Jackson County, the 
achieved objectives are descr ibed below: 

 
·  Work with developers, cooperative partners,  and the Land Bank Authority (LBA) to provide funding for 

environmental assessments of Brownfield sites for redevelopment and reuse within the community by 
utilizing the two US EPA Assessment Grants, which total $400,000.  

a. BRA Staff, in collaboration with Envirologic Technologies received an approved Quality 
Assurance Plan (QAPP) in April 2009 for the two U.S. EPA Grants totaling $400,000 to include; 
1) EPA Hazardous Waste Assessment Grant of $200,000, 2) EPA Petroleum Assessment Grant of 
$200,000. 

b. BRA Staff continues to administer the two US EPA Assessment Grants. Between the two grants, 
approximately $333,889 is available. We are working closely with our consultant to step up 
marketing efforts for the Assessment grants as well as the RLF. 

c. Staff worked with and attended meetings of the Land Bank Authority (LBA) to develop a 
collaboration to make the RLF application more competitive, which could ultimately bring more 
investment into the community. 

 
·  Work with the City of Jackson to continue the construction of the Grand River ArtsWalk connecting the 

Armory Arts site to the downtown, by providing grant assistance from the County BRA’s Waterfront 
Redevelopment Grant. 

a. Discussions between The City of Jackson and Norfolk Southern were held, in collaboration with 
community efforts to support the Grand River ArtsWalk project.  

b. Hamilton Anderson sponsored a meeting with property owners, The EG and CMS Energy.  The 
property owners have met, and CMS Energy has been very cooperative in moving forward with 
the easements needed to proceed. All necessary easements have been obtained.  

c. Regarding the ArtsWalk design; the topographic survey, wetland delineation and the geotechnical 
investigation along with the prepared preliminary construction plans, specifications and estimates 
are completed.   

d. The Baseline Environmental Assessment was completed for both parcels in mid-April. A Due 
Care Plan for all areas involving excavation in contaminated areas is being developed and was 
completed by May 8. 

e. A public hearing was held on August 6, 2009 at Art 634 to present the plan to the community.  
f. The inspections have been completed and construction should begin spring 2010. The City of 

Jackson has committed to provide the local match funds for the project.  
g. The County BRA Board, as well as the MDEQ, approved extending the Waterfront 

Redevelopment Grant (WRD) to December 14, 2010. The County BRA has expended $78,063 of 
the $150,000 grant. The City of Jackson' s grant was also extended.  

 
·  Continue work to see the redevelopment of Phase II of the Armory Arts Village, in cooperation with 

MDEQ, City of Jackson and Excel Realty, the developer for the project. 
a. 60 tenants reside at the Armory Arts Village, and all but thirteen are artists. There are two units 

available for lease.  
b. Classes are being conducted and many venues have taken advantage of the Drill Hall (Grand 

Gallery) space for events. The heat in the Grand Gallery was installed in October 2009 and is 
operational.  



c. The Enterprise Group continues to work with R.J. Michaels to incorporate the Armory Arts 
website (www.armoryartsvillage.com) into The EG Web site.  The new Web site will contain 
artist profiles, and visitors will be able to buy artwork, learn more about classes being offered, and 
register and pay for classes.  At this point the Web site is still in transition and a press release will 
be issued once the Web site is online. The EG sought grant funding from the Jackson Community 
Foundation to finalize and launch the Web site and establish a Marketing Communication Plan for 
the AAV, however, was not successful in receiving a grant award.  

d. Senator Debbie Stabenow visited the Armory Arts Village on June 29, 2009. 
e. The artists are promoting arts classes to the community, and continue to staff gallery hours and 

exhibit their talents at events.  
f. Mr. Jobson approached the County BRA for additional funding as additional environmental “hot 

spots”  have been discovered. Based upon MSHDA's extensive requirements for residential 
property, BRA Staff indicated more information from the environmental consultants was 
necessary prior to authorizing additional funding.  There is approximately $50,000 available in the 
BCRLF fund, which would be eligible for cleanup use. Mr. Jobson was seeking approximately 
$61,000; however, MSHDA needs better comfort level with this project. Envirologic 
Technologies suggested contacting the DEQ for cleanup funds. The project is on hold until Excel 
Realty and MSHDA determine what the cleanup needs are.  

 
·  Promote Renaissance Zones and Brownfield sites to pr ior ity prospects-These sites were presented to 

prospects as well as the Michigan Economic Development Corporation for those searching for vacant land; 
and are featured on the Brownfield and site search pages of The EG's Web site.    
�  Seek prospects for the Goodyear site.  
�  Seek prospects for the MIHI site. 
�  Seek prospects for the Former Plastigage site.  

 
·  Work closely with the City of Jackson BRA to coordinate Brownfield redevelopment and best use of grant 

funds. 
a. This was evidenced by the move to combine the Waterfront Redevelopment Grants to achieve the 

Grand River Arts Walk.  
b. Staff from each BRA attends and reports at the others'  monthly meetings.  
c. County and City BRA Staff attended the 2009 Brownfield Conference in New Orleans. The City 

BRA had a display at the Transaction Forum, at which they offered space to display County BRA 
and EG promotional materials.  

 
·  Continually add to and prioritize top priority list of Brownfield properties as sites are redeveloped. 

a. This objective will continually be on our Scope of Work. 
 

·  Continue to reinvigorate public outreach to increase public participation. 
a. The EG and County Web sites both now post the County BRA board packets, when distributed. 
b. The monthly Board packet information is emailed to the BRA Task Force and to the Cooperative 

Partners noted in the U.S. EPA Grant Applications.  
c. During the past year, cooperative partner representatives have attended meetings more frequently. 

Also, Land Bank Authority representatives and the City BRA report to the County BRA monthly.  
d. This objective will remain a priority from year to year. 

 
·  Continue to improve Brownfield Redevelopment marketing collateral and enhanced website promotion.  

a. Staff created a brochure that touts the available U.S. EPA Assessment Grants, in an effort to 
attract Brownfield projects. The brochure is promoted on retention visits and on The EG Web site. 
Envirologic Technologies has created a variety of marketing tools for BRA Staff to use as well, 
including a Brownfield power point “ road show.”   

b. BRA Staff and Envirologic Technologies made the Road Show presentation to the Commercial 
Lender Forum of the Jackson Area Association of Realtors in August 2009. The Brownfield 
PowerPoint presentation can be tailored to accommodate any audience. Ms. Torres created and 
presented a PowerPoint presentation regarding Marketing Brownfield Properties to one of two 



statewide MDEQ Brownfield Authority workshops in September 2009, which has been posted on 
the MEDC Web site. 

c. City and County BRA Staff were asked by The MEDC to conduct a BRA project tour and 
informational updates on both entities'  projects. The MEDC was evaluating BRA incentives and 
the projects'  impact. The City hosted the tour, which was conducted on July 24, 2009.   

 
·  Anticipate spring announcement of the Brownfield Revolving Loan Fund (RLF) application funding 

award.  
a. In early May 2009, the BRA received award notification for the Brownfields Revolving Loan 

Fund (BRLF) grant in the amount of $1 million. Ms. Torres attended the EPA RLF training in 
May 2009. BRA Staff submitted the RLF Work Plan on June 25, 2009 and received the 
Cooperative Agreement in mid-October 2009. 

b. BRA Staff is working on the Request For Qualifications and Proposals (RFQP) related to selecting 
environmental consultants for: 1) Programmatic (administrative) activities and 2) Oversight for 
remedial activities, as it relates to the RLF grant. 
  

·  Work with City BRA and County LBA to determine interest and commitment to make Collaborative 
Application for RLF funds in 2009 or 2010, and begin work to complete the application.  

a. This objective will continually be on the Scope of Work. It will be placed on hold, since both the 
City and County received $1 million in RLF grants, respectively.  
 

·  Additional news for  2009: 
a. ACME Demolition Update: Significant funds have been committed to the demolition of the 

former ACME building. Two sources of funding have been identified through aggressive efforts 
by both the City of Jackson and Congressman Mark Schauer, to demolish the former ACME 
Building. A project summary follows: 

 
�  Through the Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP) Grant Application submitted by 

the City of Jackson, MSHDA awarded $1.7Million in funding, $375,000 of which was 
awarded to the City, and is to be used for demolition of the ACME Building.  These 
funds will be passed through the City to The Enterprise Group for demolition of the 
building. 

�  Congressman Schauer was able to earmark $332,500 in the Department of Housing and 
Urban Development Appropriations Act, 2009 (P.L. 111-89), signed by President Obama 
on March 11, 2009, which provided HUD Economic Development Initiative (EDI) funds 
for special projects.  These funds are earmarked to The Enterprise Group of Jackson, Inc., 
for “demolition of a vacant structure on a blighted city block”  (ACME Building). 

�  Upon receiving notification that funding was approved for demolition of the ACME 
Building through the City of Jackson' s NSP application, City and EG representatives met 
with local officials of the Michigan Department of Environmental Quality (MDEQ) on 
July 13, 2009, to determine the best plan for a demolition which would meet with 
MDEQ' s approval, required for the Environmental Review process. It was decided at the 
meeting that the only alternative which would comply with the tight grant funding 
timelines, and prevent potential exacerbation of the contamination located underneath the 
building foundations, would be to leave all foundations, footings, and flooring in place.  
All documentation since that meeting, therefore, has assumed the footings and 
foundations will remain, and the following have been completed with those assumptions: 

1. Cleanup Planning, funded by the Jackson County Brownfield Redevelopment 
Authority, and conducted by their consultant, Envirologic Technologies, Inc. 
(ET) 

2. Preparation of a Section 7a Compliance Analysis Due Care Plan (ET) 
3. Authorization letters issued by MDEQ (one for NSP grant; one for HUD-EDI 

appropriation), indicating no effect on the Remediation and Redevelopment 
Division' s operation, assuming compliance with the Due Care Plan and Part 201 
NREP Act – these letters become part of the Environmental Review Record. 



4. Environmental Reviews, prepared by the City of Jackson, for both grants. 
5. Case study submission (prepared by The EG and the City, on the City' s behalf), 

and approvals for demolition from the State Historic Preservation Office and the 
National Advisory Council for Historic Preservation.   To obtain those 
approvals, the City, The EG, and SHPO signed a Memorandum of Agreement, 
agreeing that The EG will pay for, in compliance with the Agreement, SHPO 
and National Register guidelines: 

i. Recordation of the building prior to demolition, and,  
ii. Amendment of the National Register Nomination for the property 

within six months of the executed agreement. 
6. Draft Demolition Bid Specifications 
7. Draft Contract for Demolition 
8. Application to the Building Code Board of Appeals for an appeal to Section 5-

3(2), allowing the building foundations and flooring to remain.  

b. ZM BCRLF Loan: At the request of the recipient, The County BRA approved a second extension 
for the Zimmer Marble Brownfield Cleanup Revolving Loan Fund (BCRLF). Upon approval, the 
clock restarts, beginning in January 2010 and provides a new interest rate of 0%, which also 
lowers their new monthly payments by roughly $1,000. ZM met their job creation obligation of 12 
new jobs as a result of the loan. The Loan Agreement is between the County BRA and ZM 
Properties, LLC, therefore, there are no restrictions with the U.S. EPA. There was no tax capture 
involved with the project.

This management agreement establishes the terms of the relationship between the Enterprise Group of Jackson, Inc. 
(EG) and the Brownfield Redevelopment Authority of Jackson County (ªBRAº). 
 
The EG will provide the following staff services toward the daily operation of the BRA; as authorized by the BRA 
Board of Directors in its adopted annual Scope of Work and Budget: 
 
¨  The development and approval of an annual Scope of Work and Budget for the BRA Board as its performance 

guide and financial plan, 
¨  Short and long-term BRA staffing by the Enterprise Group (EG) as the preferred general contractor, 
¨  Oversight of the US EPA Assessment Grants and Brownfield Revolving Loan Fund (BRLF) and the other 

activities of the BRA, as negotiated,  
¨  Maintenance of all financial, loan, programmatic and other records, as legally required, 
¨  The creation and timely distribution of all reports legally required by the BRA, its program providers and 

financial supporters, taking care to nurture good communications with the providers and constituents, 
¨  An annual audit of BRA activities that reflects routine government accounting standards, to be presented 

independently from the EG annual audit, 
¨  Project management services relating to any or all of the following are authorized activities of EG staff in the 

performance of their responsibilities to the BRA: 
�  The identification of properties suitable for Brownfield Redevelopment, and 
�  The combination, development and re-development of those, and other, properties, as warranted, and 
�  The construction, sale, lease and/or management of buildings, any and all of which may be specifically 

undertaken to stabilize and strengthen the economic base of Jackson County, and 
¨  Other services or activities as may be mutually agreed upon by the Boards of the BRA and the EG. 
 
In return for these management services, no fixed compensation is expected from the BRA. Staff will prepare 
invoices that will be submitted to the various grant funding agencies or to be paid from BCRLF revenues, as 
budgeted, reflecting staff time spent on specific activities. Payments for these services are due to The EG upon 
receipt from the respective funding sources and will not exceed the maximum amounts allowed for each respective 
grant, or actual time spent.
