2012 Scope of Work

1. Work with developers and/or companies to provide funding for environmental assessments of Brownfield sites for redevelopment and reuse within the community by utilizing the two US EPA Assessment Grants, which total $400,000. 
2. Work with developers and/or companies to provide loans/sub-grants for redevelopment and reuse within the community by utilizing the new US EPA Brownfield Revolving Loan Fund (BRLF) for $1,000,000. 

3. Continue work to see the redevelopment of Phase II of the Armory Arts Village, in cooperation with MDEQ, City of Jackson and Excel Realty, the developer for the project.

4. Promote Renaissance Zones and Brownfield sites to priority prospects.
5. Work closely with the City of Jackson BRA as well as the Land Bank Authority (LBA) to coordinate Brownfield redevelopment and best use of grant funds.

6. Continue to reinvigorate public outreach to increase public participation.
7. Continue to improve Brownfield Redevelopment marketing collateral and enhanced website promotion. 
8. Work with City BRA and County LBA in the future to determine interest and commitment to make Collaborative Application for all possible grant funds. 

9. Prepare grant applications, as appropriate.
