Activities during the Reporting Period

= The Jackson County Brownfield Redevelopment Authority (Authority)
convened their regularly scheduled and public noticed meetings in July, August,
and September.

PROJECT MILESTONES
General Milestones Achieved

= The Jackson County Brownfield Redevelopment Authority was granted a one
year extension on its U.S. EPA Brownfield Hazardous Substances and
Petroleum Assessment Grant to complete several projects currently in progress.

Site-Specific Milestones

* During this quarter, a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment, Baseline
Environmental Assessment, Due Care Plan, and Geophysical Survey were
completed on the ACQ Properties site. There was no evidence of additional
underground storage tanks found. Contamination remains on site from a
previous petroleum release. A Baseline Environmental Assessment was
prepared.

* A Phase I Environmental Site Assessment was completed on the LJ Ross site.
No environmental concerns were identified.

* An affirmative eligibility determination was obtained from the U.S. EPA for the
use of Hazardous Substances grant funds on the Jackson County Airport
Reynolds Field project to expand the airport runway. A meeting was held with
the Airport Manager and Engineers to discuss scope of work needed, limits of
work area, accessibility issues, desired outcomes, etc. Based on these
discussions, a Sampling Plan was developed and approved by the U.S. EPA. A



Health and Safety Plan was also developed. Additionally, surveying and
marking of runway locations was completed. Field investigation activities were

initiated.

* An affirmative eligibility determination was obtained from the U.S. EPA and
MDNRE for the use of Hazardous Substances and Petroleum grant funds for the
Armory Arts Commons Senior Residence project. During this quarter, a
Geophysical survey was completed on the entire parcel along with additional
free product investigation. An area suspected of containing underground storage
tanks was excavated and four tunnels were discovered. Free product also
remains on the site, despite pervious cleanup efforts. The extent has not been
identified. Additionally, a Baseline Environmental Site Assessment and Due
Care Plan were prepared and submitted to the MDNRE. Both the BEA and Due
Care Plan were affirmed as adequate by the MDNRE. This was a major hurdle
for obtaining financing on this project.

* During the 4 quarter of 2009, the Board authorized work on a new property,
Billy White Roofing, LLC. Mr. White is interested in grant funds but has been
hesitant to move forward due to the current economic climate. Mr. White
indicated that he would be ready to build in the spring of 2011. An alteration to
the agreement with the Authority allowed this project to be initiated in October

2010.

* The County BRA authorized funding for a Phase I Environmental Site
Assessment on the Bennett Holdings site to assist in a redevelopment effort of a
historic 1880s Barn Complex known as “Stone Village.” The development of
two to four condominium units is anticipated. This is the JCBRA’s first
opportunity to aid a residential project.

«  Demolition activities on the former ACME site were completed during the 2™
quarter of 2010 using other funds. To advance the project to a public parking
lot and greenspace, additional cleanup planning is being completed.

111 Consent Agenda: Chairman Dunn asked if there were any questions and noted that a revised list
of invoices was presented at the meeting. Motion by Mr. Melling to approve the Consent
Agenda. Supported by Mr. Shotwell. Approved unanimously by roll call vote.

VL BRA Active Project Updates:

Armory Arts Village Update: Ms. Torres indicated that the AAV report for May 2010
was included within the board packet and demonstrated that the AAV has 62 units with
two vacancies. She reported current occupancy consists of 49 artist residents and 11 non-
artist tenants.

Waterfront Redevelopment Grant (WRG) Update: Ms. Torres asked for authority to
sign documentation to extend the grant, which would expire when construction is
completed. Ms. Torres noted that the budget was incorrect and staff members from the
City BRA are working with Mr. Bruce Moore at MDNRE to correct the amounts to
reflect the appropriate local match. Clearing for the Grand River ArtsWalk has taken
place from North to Monroe Streets.

Billy White Roofing Update: Ms. Torres reported that Mr. White is still interested in
grant funds, but is not ready to move forward at this time.

d. Jackson County Airport-Reynolds Field Update: Ms. Torres shared that Envirologic
Technologies is gathering information as it relates to the eligibility request.
Old Business:

Chairman Dunn asked Mr. Barry Hicks, City BRA Staff, about their recent grant
application and the status of the letter of support from the County BRA. Mr. Hicks
indicated that a letter was received from The Enterprise Group and the County of
Jackson, therefore another letter from the County BRA was not necessary as page
limitations were difficult to adhere to. The grant was submitted on June 2, 2010.

New Business:

Funding Request from Excel-New Urban LDHA LP: Ms. Torres recognized Mr.
Peter Jobson and indicated their conversation with Mr. Stegink regarding the need for a
Scope of Services Agreement Work Order between the County BRA and Envirologic to
move the Armory Arts Commons Senior Residence project application for funding
forward. Ms. Torres added that the application and narrative was included within the
board packets. Mr. Jobson thanked the board for their continued support and described
the project and noted the environmental rules with the Michigan State Housing and
Development Authority (MSHDA) keep shifting and changing. Mr. Jobson has applied
for tax credits for this project and once a completed BEA/Due Care Plan is done and
indicates there are no concerns, MSHDA verbally indicated they would be willing to
approve the tax credits. The ultimate goal is to gain consensus from the State of
Michigan that the project is acceptable for human habitation. Mr. Jobson noted a barrier
under the building would probably be necessary. Chairman Dunn asked if the Work
Order presented would take care of all of the environmental issues and Ms. Torres replied
that the Work Order would fund all eligible assessment costs and staff is pursuing
Petroleum Assessment funds. Ms. Torres presented the evaluation criteria as well as the
approved PUDD memo from the City of Jackson at the meeting as an informal
recommendation to the board. The project is expected to be $7,740,000 and add five new
jobs in the community. Ms. Torres added that funding this project would alleviate all
known environmental concerns and create a mixed-use, housing development. Mr.
Jobson noted that he has committed to LEED certification to maximize his tax credits.
Motion by Mr. Greer to approve the Scope of Services Work Order No. 7, not to exceed
$40,100. Supported by Mr. Schopmeyer. Unanimous approval by roll call vote.

Hicks stated this would enable both entities to utilize a Brownfield plan for tax capture.
Mr. Greer noted that discussions regarding partnering would address the tax reversion
process.

Ms. Torres shared that the final ACME invoice for demolition had been received.

ACME demolition documentation. As a result, the project will be closed, the grant funds
will be drawn down, and the contractor will be paid.

c. Billy White Roofing Update: Ms. Torres reported that Mr. White is still interested in
grant funds, but is not ready to move forward at this time.

d. Jackson County Airport-Reynolds Field Update: Ms. Torres shared that Envirologic
Technologies (ET) submitted the eligibility determination to the EPA and is awaiting
their review. Mr. Stegink added that ET received the approval earlier this week and will



schedule a meeting with the Airport’s engineering firm to discuss the process to move
forward.

e. Armory Arts Commons Senior Residence Update: Ms. Torres reviewed the Project
Update Report and noted that eligibility determination was received from the EPA and
the JCBRA can use the Petroleum Assessment Grant for at least $30,000 of the approved
expenses. Mr. Stegink noted that by the end of July, all assessment work is expected to be
completed, with final approval from the EPA expected by the end of August.

VII.  Old Business:
EPA-RLF Consultant: At the meeting, Ms. Torres presented the Jackson County
Revolving Loan Fund (RLF) proposal, submitted by Envirologic Technologies, as well as
a staff recommendation for same. Ms. Torres reminded the board that last fall, the
JCBRA Board authorized staff to proceed with the RLF consultant RFQ, which did not
occur. Ms. Torres shared that in her discussions with Mr. Mike Gifford, EPA Region 5
Representative, that the JCBRA can select Envirologic Technologies under conditions of
the existing contract. Ms. Torres encouraged the board to review and bring
questions/concerns to the next meeting. Mr. Schopmeyer asked if the consultant selection
adhered to the County’s Policies and Procedures and Ms. Torres indicated it does under
professional services. Motion by Mr. Greer to concur with staff to select Envirologic
Technologies as the consultant for the Brownfield Revolving Loan Fund Grant.
Supported by Ms. Stopyak. Unanimous approval.

VIII. New Business:

a. Funding Request from L. J. Ross & Associates: Ms. Torres recognized Ms. Linda
Tortorice representing L.J. Ross & Associates and indicated the application,
evaluation criteria and the proposed Work Order was included within the board
packets. Ms. Torres shared that Ms. Tortorice mentioned that the company is excited
to be moving back to Jackson from Ann Arbor. L.J. Ross & Associates is purchasing
the former Universal Phone Book location on Holiday Inn Drive, next to Yen King
Restaurant. The primary lender for the real estate transaction has requested a Phase I
ESA. Motion by Mr. Greer to approve the Scope of Services Work Order No. 8, not
to exceed $2,500. Supported by Mr. Schopmeyer. Unanimous approval by roll call
vote.

b. Funding Request from ACQ Properties: Ms. Torres recognized Jeff Anderson,
Attorney representing the owners and Mr. and Mrs. Hatch of ACQ Properties. Mr.
Hatch shared that there are two buildings; one for Hatch Electric and the other for
Home Health, owned by Mrs. Hatch. The previous usage of the currently vacant
buildings was a gas station and a restaurant. Ms. Torres added that the funding may
be eligible for Petroleum grant funds, which are more difficult to utilize, and the
amount requested does not include a Brownfield Plan. The decision to do a
Brownfield Plan would be made at a later date, if beneficial to the owners to do so. If
the site is found not to be eligible, no further funds would be expended on assessment
work. Motion by Mr. Greer to approve the Scope of Services Work Order No. 10,
not to exceed $21,000. Supported by Mr. Schopmeyer. Unanimous approval by
roll call vote.

c¢. Funding Request from The Enterprise Group for ACME Clean-Up Planning:
Ms. Torres recognized Mr. Scott Fleming, President & CEO of The EG. Ms. Torres
explained that the grant funding request, received from The Enterprise Group, was
different from the ACME Demolition Clean-Up Planning grant funding request as

there is additional cleanup planning warranted in an effort to redevelop the site.
There are environmental challenges with this site and planning must be completed
prior to moving forward with design. Ms. Torres reviewed the evaluation criteria,
which was presented at the meeting. Mr. Greer and Ms. Torres explained that the site
is located within a Renaissance Zone and noted the payment of taxes would begin in
2012 at 25% increments until 2015. Ms. Torres concluded by mentioning the
municipal investment into this project. Motion by Mr. Greer to approve the Scope of
Services Work Order No. 9, not to exceed $10,000. Supported by Ms. Stopyak.
Unanimous approval by roll call vote. Ms. Pezon asked about the concrete slab and
Ms. Torres responded that MDNRE would determine the requirements for either
capping or removing the slab. Mr. Stegink mentioned that it is unknown at this time
what MDNRE would allow as it relates to the concrete slab since the extent of the
contamination is unknown. The issue is an unknown target. The EG can seek a
cleanup grant or a site specific assessment grant when the new EPA grant application
cycle begins. Ms. Torres shared that The EG is currently drafting an RFP for design
work as this must be the first step in redeveloping the site.

Director / Staff Comments:
Ms. Torres thanked ET for the recent referrals to the JCBRA for grant funding requests.

Board Member Comments:
Chairman Dunn mentioned that he appreciates the recommendation format presented by
staff for grant funding requests, as well as the new Project Update Report.

Task Force Comments / Updates:

a. City of Jackson BRA Update: Mr. Greer shared that the City BRA Board Meeting was
cancelled in June due to lack of agenda items. Ms. Torres added that the City BRA Board
Meeting Minutes from April 2010 were included within the board packet.

b. Envirologic Technologies Update:
Mr. Stegink thanked the JCBRA Board for the additional work. ET expects to receive the
EPA Grant announcements the end of August, and suggested the JCBRA apply for
another Hazardous Substance Assessment Grant, as a potential project/budget list for
Jackson County demonstrates the potential usage of the extra grant funds. Mr. Stegink
added that ET would be honored to assist with the application process at no cost, as with
previous applications. At a previous meeting, the area-wide planning grant that was
mentioned by Mr. Hicks, City BRA, can now be incorporated into the application as
eligible grant expenses. Ms. Torres noted that she anticipates requesting an EPA
Assessment Grant extension at the September JCBRA Board Meeting, as the expiration
date is October 1, 2010.

Next Meeting: Next meeting is tentatively scheduled for August 5, 2010 at 7:30 a.m. and will be
held on the 5" Floor of the County Tower Building in the Commission Chambers.

I. CHANGE ORDER

The Site has been determined to be eligible under the Petroleum Assessment Grant.
Upon review of MDNRE file information, details of a previous investigation completed
by MDRNE were evaluated. MDNRE’s investigation identified the presence of free
product on top of the groundwater 35-40 feet below the ground surface. To adequately
assess this concern, Envirologic believes it is necessary to advance three borings to this
depth to determine if free product remains. In addition, we intend to collect soil gas
samples to evaluate the potential for vapor intrusion.

The original scope of work was prepared prospectively and did not anticipate the need to
advance groundwater monitoring wells or collect soil gas samples. Now that a scope of
work appropriate for the site has been refined, there is adequate budget for the laboratory
analyses and personnel, but drilling costs are beyond the scope of work intended. The
additional cost for drilling services including material costs is $3,000.

I. SCOPE OF WORK

The County Brownfield Redevelopment Authority (BRA) has been asked to help the
Jackson County Airport (Airport) understand the extent of a former landfill in a 36-acre
area designated for future construction of a runway and taxiway. The investigation will
help the Airport estimate the costs of managing environmentally-contaminated material
during future construction activities. A secondary purpose to the investigation is to assist
in understanding the geotechnical characteristics of soil in the area.

Envirologic prepared and submitted to USEPA a request for eligibility, which was granted
on June 28, 2010. Envirologic also met with the Airport and its engineering team to
identify the scope of the investigation and the airport’s specific plans and engineering
needs. Envirologic reviewed aerial photography as well as existing environmental
documents provided by the Airport and visited the site in order to develop a investigation
work plan to meet the needs of the Airport for its re-alignment project.

The intent of the investigation is to define the boundaries of the landfill material beneath
the proposed runway and its appurtenances, to estimate the amount of material beneath
the runway that needs to be removed, and the characteristics of the waste material to
determine its proper disposal.

Specifically, the investigation will consist of the following:

1. Advancement of 10 geotechnical borings along the proposed runway to evaluate
waste material thickness and to assess the geotechnical characteristics of the soil
beneath the landfill material,

2. Digging of approximately 40 test pits to approximate the horizontal and vertical
extent of landfill material beneath the proposed re-aligned runway,

3. Chemical (TCLP) analyses of 9 samples for waste characterization

4. Survey all boring and test pit locations to determine location and ground surface
elevations for use in estimating landfill material volume,

5. Prepare a report of findings complete with crossections showing thickness of
waste material, estimated quantities to be removed, and recommendations for the
proper disposal of the landfill material.

I. SCOPE OF WORK

The County Brownfield Redevelopment Authority (BRA) has been asked to assist in a
redevelopment effort of a historic 1880s Barn Complex known as “Stone Village”. The
property is being acquired and will be extensively remodeled. The scope of work
requested by the developer includes a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment and
Asbestos Survey.

Envirologic will prepare a demonstration of eligibility. Upon acceptance by U.S. EPA ,
Envirologic will complete a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment compliant with the
ASTM Standard E 1527 and U.S. EPA’s rules for All Appropriate Inquiry. Concurrent
with the Phase I ESA, Envirologic will complete a survey for asbestos-containing
building materials. We presume that this could involve collection of up to 50 samples for
analysis of asbestos.

We expect the asbestos survey to require two days on site. The overall project is
expected to require three to four weeks.

In addition, because of the investment in the property, Envirologic will evaluate
opportunities for development of a Brownfield Plan to utilize tax increment financing to
reimburse eligible costs of the developer and Authority.
